Roles of BMA in Implementing the Immunization Program

At present, Bangkok Metropolitan Administration (BMA) provides
vaccines according to the national immunization program of the

Ministry of Public Health, as well as vaccines procured with BMA’s own
budget. Vaccines are provided by age group as follows:

* Newborn to 5 years: PCV vaccination services (in addition to the MOPH immunization

program) for children receiving vaccines at 69 Public Health Service Centers, implemented
since 2022.

* Primary school students (Grades 1-6): Influenza vaccination services (in addition to the
MOPH immunization program) for students in Grades 1-3 at Bangkok Metropolitan schools,
implemented since 2022.
