® Medical cost for Antiretroviral thrapy(ART) is
Approximately 200,000 Yen (1,800 US$ )/Month

® 70% of medical cost is covered by insurance

® \We have a system for subsidizing the remained cost

® Final costsis 0~20,000 Yen (0~ 180 US $)/Month
